Dear YINR Member,

The following is a review of the guidelines set forth for smachot and/or events taking place in our new building 1149 North Avenue.  Please note that all smachot that have been previously registered on the shul calendar are confirmed.  Please be aware that only YINR members are allowed to hold an event in our new building by submitting the necessary forms and fees.  The rental fees for the various spaces in the new shul are listed below.  

I.  To reserve a date for an upcoming simcha a family must submit a Simcha Registration Form listing the date(s) requested.  Registration Forms will be accepted no more than two years prior to the simcha.  There is a 30-day “window” in which to submit a Registration Form.  For example, for a Bar Mitzvah scheduled for September 1, 2011, one could submit a form between September 1, 2009 and September 30, 2009.  Any Registration Form received by the shul office during this 30-day time period will be given equal priority.  If a conflict exists between two or more families for a particular date, the shul hopes that the conflict can be resolved by the families involved or with the intervention of the Rabbi and/or the President, based on certain criteria.  If a family does not submit a Registration Form within the 30-day “window”, they do not have a claim for that date if it has already been reserved.

II. Along with the Simcha Registration Form, a $350 reservation fee is required in order for the shul to hold the date.  This fee will be credited toward rental of the shul facilities for the simcha.  Dates can be cancelled 1 year prior to event date with full refund of registration fee.

III. A Simcha Application Form  must be submitted within six months of your simcha in order to inform the shul office of your choice of caterer, exactly which rooms are required and other details about your simcha.  The Simcha Application Forms must be approved by said individuals listed on the form.  

IV. With a magnificent new facility in which to hold our simchas, we need to make an extra effort to maintain it for the long term future.  Therefore, the following list of guidelines must be followed in the hope of making it easier for our members and the administration to achieve that common goal:

1.  Both the Simcha Registration Form and the Simcha Application Form must be filled out for each simcha and can be downloaded from the Shul’s website www.yinr.org for your use.

2.  Only one caterer will be allowed to cater in the shul over the course of a weekend.  A weekend consists of the time period from Friday evening through Saturday night.  All families having events in the shul on the same Shabbos must use the same caterer. The family who booked the date first has the right to choose the caterer.  Any simcha occurring on a Sunday morning need not use the caterer who catered over the prior weekend.  

3.  Only one caterer will be allowed to cater in the shul during any given day.
4.  For all drop-off catering events, arrangements must be made in advance with the shul office.
5.  If the caterer does not supply a mashgiach, arrangements must be made with Gene Wilk, our in–house mashgiach at (914) 576-0124. 

6.  Caterers must call the Young Israel of New Rochelle prior to any delivery to ensure that someone is available to accept delivery.  

7.  Soda and liquor will no longer be provided by the Young Israel of New Rochelle. The host family must make arrangements for soft drinks and liquor.

8.  If two families wish to use the same Shabbos for a simcha and only one family is celebrating a simcha of a first degree relative, then that family has precedence over choice of caterer and location of simcha.  If either family has already submitted the Simcha Application Form which is due six months before a simcha, then both families are required to use the caterer that has been selected.
9.  Strict guidelines will be enforced with regard to decorations in the new building.  Absolutely no decorations of any kind can be adhered to any walls, windows or doors using tape, glue or staples.  In addition, nothing can be hung from the ceilings.  Please make sure the vendors you have chosen are aware of these parameters.

10.  If you plan to have more than 90 adults (approximately 45 families) at a simcha when driving is possible, a valet service must be hired to park guest cars in the underground parking garage. Please consult shul office for names of services.
11. On Shabbos Shuva and Shabbos Hagadol, it is traditional that the Rabbi has the Maftir Aliya in the main shul. The Executive Board will decide whether a simcha will be permitted to take place in the Social Hall on Shabbos Hagadol.
12.  Candy bags will not be allowed to be thrown in the shul for any occasion.
13.  It is requested that any female photographers/videographers who will be taking pictures in the sanctuary, should be asked to dress appropriately.

14.  Any caterer that is hired to cater a simcha must be approved by Rabbi Fink.  In addition, each caterer must supply YINR with a Certificate of Insurance to cover Liability Insurance and Workmen’s Compensation.
